
A lifetime with the Reds
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Joe Nuxhall’s six-decade involvement with the Reds organization
has seen many milestones — for him and the nation.
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July 30, 1928
Joe Nuxhall is born in
Hamilton, Ohio.

Oct. 29, 1929
Stock market crashes
as Great Depression
begins.
Dec. 7, 1941
The Japanese attack Pearl
Harbor, pulling the United
States into World War II.

Feb. 14, 1944
Nuxhall signs a
contract with
the Reds that
pays him a
$500 signing
bonus and
$175 a month
for the 1944
season.

June 10, 1944
At age 15, Joe Nuxhall becomes the youngest player
to appear in a major league game since 1887. He
gives up five runs to Stan Musial and the Cardinals.

June 12, 1947
Nuxhall graduates from high school.
That night, he becomes engaged to
Donzetta Nuxhall. They marry in October.

July 9, 1945
Playing for “D”
Ball Lima Reds,
Nuxhall strikes
out 14 hitters
against Marion
in a 5-1 victory
for his first win
as a
professional
player.

Aug. 14, 1945
Japan
surrenders,
ending World
War II.

Aug. 27, 1950
The U.S. enters
the Korean War.

1952
Nuxhall reaches
the big leagues.

Jan. 20, 1953
Dwight Eisenhower takes office.

1955
Nuxhall
makes his first
All-Star team
and wins 12
games.

January 1960
Nuxhall is traded to Kansas City
and is released after the season.
1961
Nuxhall rejoins the Reds.
January 1961
John F. Kennedy takes office.

Nov. 22, 1963
President Kennedy
is assassinated.
Lyndon B. Johnson
takes office.

1967
Nuxhall moves into the Reds
broadcast booth, marking
the dawn of the “left-center,
right-center” call.

April 4, 1968
Martin Luther King Jr. is shot
and killed in Memphis, Tenn.

July 20, 1969
Astronaut Neil
Armstrong
becomes the
first person to
walk on the
moon.

Jan. 20, 1969
Richard M.
Nixon takes
office.

1973
Al Michaels leaves the Reds’
broadcast booth for San Francisco.
He is replaced by Marty Brennaman.

Aug. 8, 1974
President Nixon announces he will
resign in the wake of Watergate
scandal. Gerald R. Ford takes office
the next day.

April 30, 1975
Last U.S. soldier leaves Vietnam.

Oct. 22, 1975
The Reds win the World Series,
beating the Boston Red Sox 4-3.

Oct. 21, 1976
The Reds win the World Series,
sweeping the New York Yankees.
Jan. 20, 1977
Jimmy Carter takes office.

Jan. 20, 1981
Ronald Reagan takes office.

Sept. 11, 1985
Pete Rose breaks
Ty Cobb’s all-time
hits record at
Riverfront
Stadium.

Jan. 28, 1986
The space shuttle
Challenger explodes.

Jan. 20, 1989
George Herbert Walker
Bush takes office.

Oct. 20, 1990
The Reds win the
World Series,
sweeping the A’s
in four games.

Jan. 20, 1993
William Clinton
takes office.

Jan. 20, 2001
George W. Bush
takes office.

Sept. 11, 2001
Terrorists destroy
the World Trade
Center.

2002
Nuxhall suffers a
heart attack during
the off season.

Oct. 3, 2004
Nuxhall is
scheduled to call
his last game as
one of the Reds’
primary
announcers.
